Your submission forms were due back last Friday, 11th July, so you now have a few weeks before the 

hand in to make sure your pictures are framed and presented in the best way.   

Read the exhibition rules carefully and do a final check to make sure your pictures comply with the speci-

fied sizes.   Also look at the presentation of your picture and ask yourself if you would be happy to buy it.   

Look at the backðis the tape peeling offðdoes it need replacing?  Does it have old labels on?  Is the glass 

clean?  Is the frame chipped? 

It is also worth thinking about giving some information about the picture and yourself on the back of the 

painting.  When a buyer buys an original painting they want to know about itðif itôs a landscapeðwhere 

is it?  You could also put a couple of sentences about yourself and even include your telephone number 

and address if you want, so that the buyer can come back for more!   

Be professional about your presentation and do justice to your painting. 

Copyright: 

Please take the time to read the article opposite on Copyrightðthis is becoming a real issue in the painting 

world and we all need to take care about our source material.   This article s for the benefit of new mem-

bers as it was first printed a couple of years ago in our newsletter.   

Profiles: 

At the exhibition there is a folder with profiles of all the artists exhibiting.  Itôs surprising how many peo-

ple like to read about the artist when they are considering purchasing a painting.  It is therefore in your 

own interests to produce an interesting profileðyou can submit 1 or 2 sides of single A4 sheets, which can 

be in colour or black & white.  You can look at the profile book on July club night to get an idea of what 

others have done.   

Please bring your profile along to the handing in for inclusion in the book. 

Insurance: 

We would like to remind you that you are responsible for insuring your own paintings during the exhibi-

tion.  Greyfriars insurance only covers public liability.  As mentioned before, being a member of the SAA 

gives you insurance cover provided you inform them in advance of which paintings you are exhibiting etc.  

This will cover you for theft and damage. 

We do of course take as much care as we can with your paintings and there are always 2 stewards on duty 

to keep an eye on things.

COPYRIGHTCOPYRIGHT  
 

  Copyright has become an issue for many art societies and we felt it appro-
priate at this time to offer some more information on the subject. 

  Copyright exists for the protection of the artist. The moment an original pic-
ture is painted or drawn, or a photograph taken, copyright is established on behalf of the artist or 
photographer. 

Copyright protection for artists is laid out in the copyright act of 1956. It is a complicated 
act, but the general rule is that the copyright of portraits in any media or photograph  belongs to 
whoever commissioned them. Copyright on all other art work is owned by the artist regardless of 
whether the work is commissioned or not. 

Therefore even if you sell a painting the copyright remains with you and no one can legally 
reproduce it in any form without your permission. 

   If you are painting or drawing for your own pleasure and you do not intend to sell the work 
then it is acceptable to copy or use any photographs or paintings or parts of them. You will often 
see students in art Galleries sketching from old masters for experience and practice. It is only 
when the copied work of art is offered for sale or financial gain that copyright law can be contra-
vened. 
 

The problems can arise as follows : - 

1. If you copy another artists painting eg óThe Haywainô by John Constable, then you must 
sign the work with your own name and also give credit to the original artist by stating óóafter 
Constableôô in the title. 

2.  If you produce a painting that is in the style of another artist but your own idea and work, it 
is usual to state in the title that it is in the style of that artist. 

3. You must on no account copy all or part of any photograph or work of art that is not your 
own for the purposes of financial gain. 

4. Downloading a photograph from the World Wide Web is also not allowed if you are going 
to copy it for commercial purposes. Many sites will allow you personal use such as the 
BBC. However you must read the terms and conditions carefully, as they usually prevent 
anyone from copying for personal gain. TV and Video images are also copyrighted. 

  

Photographs:    

It is possible to purchase the right to use a photograph as an aid to produce a work of art. Some 
photographers are prepared to sell you that right but they may also sell that right to other artists 
as well!   When purchasing the right to use a photo make sure you are purchasing the sole copy-
right ï this will avoid seeing another painting like your own for sale! 

The rules of the Ringwood Art Society state that all work entered for exhibitions MUST BE 
ORIGINAL (ie no copies) and produced from your own sketches and paintings or source material 
for which you own the copyright.  We would ask all members to be responsible for ensuring their 
exhibition paintings do not infringe copyright. 
 

If there is doubt you may be asked to show the source of your work.
