 Since he discovered the pursuit of caving 25 years ago, Robin Gray has regu-

larly put down on paper illustrative recollections of his underground experiences. 
These he does in a traditional academic style using oil pastel, black chalk, or mixed 

media. It is true to say that these 'cave' paintings are very different to his well 
known abstract works, but the same attention to detail, and truth to material still 

comes to the fore. A founder member of International Society of Speleaological Art 
and its long serving chairman,  this should be a fascinating evening.

You will need a light weight folding stool, easel or sketch pad that you can rest on 
your knee and whatever medium you are going to draw/paint in - Pencils, pens, char-
coal, watercolour pans or pastels with the appropriate art pad.   Donôt be tempted to 
take too much.  Try to fit it all into a rucsac !   The aim should be to make sketches 
outside in whatever medium you choose backed up by photographs and then work 
on the final painting back at home. 

Lots of you have already signed up for this day and if this is your first time painting out of 
doors then remember not to worryð it can be great fun, especially in a group.  We are lucky 
to have Colin Courtice on hand to help and Iôm sure he will have lots of tips.  You can stay 
for as long or short as you like and you can settle down to as much detail as you want!   
See you there! 

Remember too that we will have the opportunity to donate pictures of Ringwood to Greyfri-
ars and could have them included in a calendar and notelets.
