The quality of the paintings and presentation of work was exceptionally high this year. The
Adjudicator John Butterworth said it was one of the best local exhibitions he had seen and made a
special comment on his notes which read: The overall standard of presentation of work is now of a
high standard and further enhances the ambiance of the exhibition!

So everyone should give themselves a pat on the back and know that the extra effort taken to
present work in a professional way has paid off. Very well done and thank you.

We hung 273 paintings this year, 40 more than 2010. Visitor numbers were slightly down with a total
of 1350. After a slow start which we thought might be the trend this year, sales picked up
throughout the exhibition and finished with a flurry. We sold 67 paintings of which 25 were framed, 3
miniatures and 39 portfolios. This was 24 more than last year. Total income from paintings sold was
£4046 up on 2010s total of £2480. Card sales were also marginally up £395.50 and £385.40 last
year. The raffle/donations were also up to £731 the figure last year was £622.
